The insurance compani es are fighti ng back. T oday our deducti ble is $2,500. Iti s $5,000 onthetwi n,
$10,000i fyoul and gear up, whether it’s pi lotor mechani cal error! Pilot er rors are the pr imary cul prit
for the insuranc e companies’ high ¢ laims, so they are making the pilots pay more for their errors.

Why am | elaborating about this? Two points: First , I wantto enc ourage you who fly with us to bec ome
more aware of where your rental costs go, and heed to the side of ¢ aution when making dec  isions
about your flights. Maybe it has been a long time sinc e you reviewed your skills with an instruc tor.

How long has it been since you practiced emergency proc edures, or stalls, steep turns, slow flight,

spot landings and so on? Do you push the limit to save money? Do you plan extra time and options

into your trips, justinc  ase the weather causes a delay? Second , | wantto makeitc learto you, how
much money you could be liable for in today’s flying ma rket, if you have an ac  cident that is your fault.

If you get blown off a runway in N74DW in February (early in the polic y period) and total the airplane.

That is pilot error, i.e. your fault! You will be responsible for a $2,500 deductible, and $10,493 in

unused hull-value premium. This is a total of $12,993 you would owe to various parties involved. If you

are flying the twi n and for getto putthe gear down whenyoul and, the total coul d exceed $17,000!
Additionally, if the insuranc e company deems what you did was rec kless or c areless, they ¢ ould sue
you for all damages you caused. T  his coul d easi ly exceed $200,000.

How i s all of thi s so, when the Pi lot Center has pai d over $55,000i n insurance pr emiums? The fl eet
polic y we c arry is written to ¢ over the P ilot Center an d the airplane ownersinc  ase of aloss. You, the
renter, are ¢ overed indirec tly. This is why | strongly recommend that you obtain a renter’s

insurance policy to cover you personally when you fly. Avemco provides this type of policy,
among others. It ¢ overs YOU. This means when | se  nd you a bill for the deduc  tible, etc . or if the
insuranc e company triesto ¢ ome after you, you woul  d just pass the bill on to your insuranc e carrier.
Renter 'sinsurance for flying our less expensi ve airplanes woul d cost about $350 per  year .

Our fleet insurance policy insures us for: 1,000,000 liability, and 100,000 per seat. A typical renter’s

policy will add $500,000 liability, plus $100,000 more per seat, and a stated additional coverage for
deductible expenses and so on.
