Neil is an Airframe and Power plant (A+P) mechanic, with Inspection 
Authorization (IA). He, along with his partner Dan Caruana, own Falcon 
Aircraft. They purchased Falcon from a third partner back in 1985. He also 
used to work as an aircraft avionics technician. Neil holds a Private Pilot 
Certificate, and along with Dan, owns a 1960 Piper Comanche 250. 

 
Originally from Des Moines, Iowa, he did his basic A+P training at a Technical School. He refined those 
skills while in the Air Force, stationed here at Petersen AFB in the early 70’s. It was while working at 
Petersen AFB that he met his wife, Sharon. 
 
When asked what areas of operations he sees our members and students having the most difficulty 
with, he responded, “engine starting procedures.” He often goes out on the ramp to help start an 
aircraft, and discovers the pilot is not using the appropriate procedure for that particular aircraft. If 
you have problems starting an aircraft, ask an instructor to review the procedure. If one is not 
available, please ask Neil. 
 
Another issue Neil feels strongly about is students and experienced pilots learning more about the 
various systems on board each aircraft. He believes “it is up to each pilot to learn more about aircraft 
systems on their own. If you have a problem, it can likely be resolved immediately by having 
knowledge of the various systems.”
